All of the songs will bring a smile of memory, including the delightful title song, “Puttin’ on the Ritz.”  In 1921 Berlin along with his partners built a theater, The Music Box on 45th Street.  The theater served as a venue for many of the songs to be heard this evening; terrific hits such as “Say It With Music,” “What’ll I Do?” “Shakin’ the Blues Away,” “Always,” “Lazy” and The Melody Lingers On” to name a few.  Another highlight of the evening will be “Blue Skies,” which was featured in the first full-length talkie, The Jazz Singer, with Al Jolson.  One of the most popular features of the musical evening is director and performer Paul Hope’s comments and history of the various songs interspersed throughout the program.  The Musical Director is Rob Landes, with arrangements by Rob Landes and Art Yelton.
